Academy’s President’s Medal for 2011. These
annual awards, inaugurated in 2010, “reward
signal service to the cause of the humanities and
social sciences. They complement awards given

by the Academy for academic achievement, by
identifying and rewarding outstanding leadership
or contributions other than purely academic”.

The award was made at the British Academy’s
Medals and Prizes Ceremony on 6 October 2011
by the President, Professor Sir Adam Roberts,
citing Kenyon'’s directorship of the BBC Proms 1996
— 2007 and his period since 2007 as Managing
Director of the Barbican Centre “bringing his ever-
innovative approach to the City of London’s world-
class arts centre”.
