Designupdate

The meeting was addressed by Managing Director,
Sir Nicholas Kenyon. He outlined that since the

first residents” meeting in February, we have been
continuing to work on the design to relocate
cinemas 2 & 3 to Exhibition Hall 1. These designs
are being taken up to Stage D of the design process
and will be submitted for Planning later this year.
Sir Nicholas introduced the key consultants that we
are working with on the project, who include: for the
external facade, branding & wayfinding - AHMM,;
cinema design — NBDA; acoustic advice — ARUP
and traffic & pedestrian analysis — Atkins.

AHMM (Allford Hall Monaghan Morris) architects
have been working with the Barbican Centre for
