Depending on your requirements, staff support will be provided.  Our staff work between the Barbican and Pit Theatre, and are scheduled one month in advance.  You must provide a clear schedule at least one month in advance of your tenancy.  Any deviation from the schedule may result in you being charged staff overtime costs.
Our technicians only work within their departments; they do not cross disciplines.  If your project requires sound and lighting, then two technicians will be called.
