In September 2024, Pamela Phatsimo Sunstrum will present a new body of work in The
Curve for her first solo exhibition at a major UK institution. Encompassing drawing, painting,
installation, and animation, Sunstrum’s work reflects the diverse genealogies of her
experience living in different parts of Africa, Southeast Asia, and the U.S., as well as ongoing
research in ethnography, ecology, and quantum physics. The artist’s boundary-crossing
practice reflects the formative experiences of her life lived at, across, and in the liminal
spaces between borders, alongside notions of home and wholeness.

Shanay Jhaveri, Head of Visual Arts at the Barbican, said: "We are delighted to present
the first major solo exhibition of Pamela Phatsimo Sunstrum’s work here in the UK. Drawing
from a vast array of references Pamela's commission will look to cinema, theatre, personal
history and incorporate them all into a narrative journey unfolding across architectural
elements and drawings newly created for the Barbican. As 2023 draws to a close, we
eagerly anticipate our visual arts programme for the year-ahead and look forward to
revealing even more in the months to come."

Pamela Phatsimo Sunstrum (b. 1980, Botswana) is a Netherlands-based multidisciplinary
artist.
